The Town of Winthrop 2025 in
Street Sweeping Schedule

« April 14th through 18th (week of the 14th)
+ May 19th through 23th (week of the 19th)

« June 23th through 27th (week of the 23rd)

« July 21st through 25th (week of the 21st)

+ August 25th through 29th (week of the 25th)

« September 22nd through 26th (week of the 22nd)
+ October 27th through 31st (week of the 27th)

The Town of Winthrop conducts Street Sweeping operations on the last full week of the
manth (last week with a Friday) from April through October, between 7 am and 4 pm on the
day of a street's trash collection. If there is a holiday the week street sweeping typically
occurs, street sweeping is done one week early. Town ordinance prohibits parking in a
manner that impedes the street sweeper. Violations of the street sweeping ordinance carry
2840 fine, and your vehicle can be towed. Winthrop Shore Drive is a DCR roadway.

The DCR has a street sweeping schedule independent of the Town of Winthrop Schedule.

« The drop-off of leaves and grass clippings is free of charge.

+ Proof of residency is required. A current resident parking sticker or a
wvalid driver's license is required to show proof of residency.

+ Residential branch load tickets are available at the DPW Building
located at 100 Kennedy Drive, Monday through Thursday, during
regular business hours. The cost is $20 per ticket. Check or money
order only. Branch loads are not to exceed a pick-up truck bed.

(5 yards maximum)

«+ Branches larger than 3 inches in diameter will not be accepted at the
transfer station,

« Tree stumps, trash, stones, dirt, potted plants, and other debris are
strictly prohibited.

All loads will be inspected.

Town of Winthrop
Tree Ordinances

Rules for Planting/Cutting Public Shade Trees
It is the intent of this ordinance to previde standards for the planting, preservation and
protection of Public Trees within the Town of Winthrop in order to enhance the quality of life
and environment of the Town; to protect habitat for wildlife; to provide a healthy living
environment; to protect and increase property values; to combat climate change through
catbon sequestration; ta reduce the harmful impacts of floading, noise, pollution, excessive
heat, and soil erosion; and to acknowledge the intrinsic value of the mature trees within our
community.

Residents must apply for a Tree Work/Removal permit, issued by the Tres Warden, prior
to:

« Planting of a Public Shade Tree

+ Construction within the dripline of a Public Tree.

+ Pruning of any Public Tree.

No tree work/remaval parmit shall be issued unless one of the following conditions exists:

+ The tree is dead, diseased, injured, in imminent danger of falling, is causing disruption of
public utility service, or poses an imminent threat to pedestrian or vehicular safety.

« The cutting, trimming of removal of the Public Tree is necessary to enhance or benefit
the health or condition of other nearby trees.

« There is no altemative to the cutting, trimming or remaval of the Public Tree as
determined by the Tree Warden.

= Should the aforementioned conditions of health or safety be in question, the matter may
be referred to the Tree Committee.
